It was 
suggested that the DIA may 
convene a Meeting of the 
Trustees of the Iqbal Museum 
Trust with the approval of the 
Chairman of the Trust, Dr.

After the 18th 
Amendment, the Iqbal 
Museum, along with 
other entities attached to 
the M/o Culture, were 
transferred to Punjab. 
The status of Trust and 
the Museum-Building is 
not clear as they fall 
under the jurisdiction of 
two different entities of 
which one has changed. 
Museum-Building used 
to be under the 
administrative control of 
the (now defunct) M/o 
Culture and now 
belongs to the M/o 
Information and Culture 
Punjab while all assets 
of the Museum are a 
property of Dr. Javid 
Iqbal, Life-long 
Chairman of the Trust, 
loaned to the Iqbal 
Museum Trust. Little 
headway has been made 
to streamline the matters 
related to the Museum 
in the post-devolution 
period. 
 
Carried Out. The 
literature of Iqbal 
Academy is visible on 
major book shops 
across the country in 
addition to the Book 
Clubs run by the NBF 
on railway stations and 
Airports.

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GB ITEM NO. 3: 
INTERNATIONAL IQBAL CONGRESS ð CULTURE AND 

SPIRITUALITY  

Background: 

First International Iqbal Congress took place in 1977 in Lahore, 2nd Mini-Iqbal Congress 
in 1983 in Lahore, and the 3rd International Iqbal Conference was organized in 2003 in 
Lahore. During that period International Iqbal Conferences were mounted in Tehran 
(1986), Cordoba (1990) and Malaysia (1997). In some of these conferences, the scholars 
from all over the world read papers on diverse-subjects related to Iqbal Studies, whereas 
in the International Iqbal Conference of 2003, only one topic was given to all scholars, 
coming from different geographical, linguistic and cultural zonesð Perspectives on Iqbalð A 
World Survey of Iqbal Studies. Last year, the Academy planned for another congress of a 
similar thematic nature for. The topic was Culture and Spirituality. Originally it was 
scheduled for 18thð20th November, 2012. Scholars had been engaged and preparations 
made when circumstances, both internal and external, beyond our control obliged us to 
postpone it till 19thð21st April, 2013. The dates coincide with the 75th Death Anniversary 
of Allama Iqbal.  

The event was discussed in the 114th meeting of the Executive Committee and vide Item 
No. 21, the EC resolved as under:- 

The Executive Committee approved the idea and advised the Director to put up the financial 
breakup of the expenditures to be incurred in organizing the International Iqbal Congress in the 
next meeting of the EC for approval and to include the Item in the Agenda of the forthcoming 
Meeting of the GB.
